Step 3

Made a decision 
(The act of reaching a conclusion or making up one's mind.)

A decision implies that we are going to take some further action to carry it out.   

to turn our will 
(The mental faculty by which one deliberately chooses or decides upon a course of action.)

our will = our thinking

and our lives 
(plural of life: The physical, mental, and spiritual experiences that constitute existence.  Human existence, relationships, or activity in general.)

our lives = our actions

over to the care 
(watchful oversight; charge or supervision)

care = charge, custody, keeping, supervision, trust, management, direction

of God as we understood him.
